New York, August 5, 2005 – In conjunction with the premiere of Miramax’s true-life World War II action 
adventure, The Great Raid, Bulova Corporation has announced a special limited-edition watch inspired 
by the “hack watches” produced by the company for the U.S. armed forces during World War II.  

Offering the precision essential for time-sensitive maneuvers, Bulova’s World War II Hack Watches were 
equipped with a unique lock-down mechanism that permitted rapid synchronization of these mechanical 
timepieces.  The new limited edition commemorates the bravery of those who relied on the accuracy of 
Bulova’s battle-tested original with a rugged, stainless steel design inspired by this important World War 
II innovation.  

Produced in a numbered, controlled-production run, these distinctive timepieces include luminous hands 
and markers, water resistance to 30 meters, Swiss quartz movement, and an authentic canvas strap.  Each 
caseback features special engraving indicating the inspiration for the watch and its unique number.  

The original designs are prominently displayed in The Great Raid as it recounts the 6th Ranger Battalion’s 
daring 1945 rescue of more than 500 Americans from Japan’s notorious Cabanatuan P.O.W. camp in the 
Philippines.  In the movie, cast members wear authentic WWII Hack Watches supplied by Bulova at 
Miramax’s request.  Opening nationwide on August 12th, the film features an exciting cast headed by 
Benjamin Bratt in the pivotal role of mission leader, Lieutenant Colonel Henry Mucci, and co-stars 
Joseph Fiennes, James Franco, Mark Consuelos and Connie Nielsen. 

As a special gift at the conclusion of filming, each member of the cast and crew was given one of 
Bulova’s new commemorative Hack Watches.  These unique limited editions were also presented to 
honored guests at a gala premiere in Washington, DC, hosted by Senator John McCain.

Founded in 1875, Bulova, currently celebrating its 130th anniversary, remains one of the world’s most 
recognized brands, reaching a wide range of consumers with its Bulova, Accutron, Wittnauer and 
Caravelle watches, as well as its award-winning Bulova Clocks.  A subsidiary of Loews Corporation, the 
U.S. owned and operated company is headquartered in New York City.  

As an active participant in the war effort during World War II, Bulova’s contributions ranged from the 
essential Hack Watches to the design and manufacturing of sensitive timing devices for military aircraft, 
as well as military ordnance fuzing, timing, and safe and arm devices for the U.S. military and its allies.  
Continuing its support for the men and women who bravely served their country, in 1946 Bulova 
established The Joseph Bulova School of Watchmaking to offer training and rehabilitation to disabled 
service personnel, all of whom were guaranteed jobs in the timekeeping and jewelry industries.  
Upholding this historic commitment, a portion of the proceeds from sales of the new limited-edition Hack 
Watch will go to the American Legion. 
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
